And please note that Scott Johnson will be performing his
1977 DCI Individuals snare drum solo prior to the awards ceremony.  This is a great educational opportunity for
anyone involved in marching percussion as a performer or educator.  We’ll see you in about three weeks.

Load-In and Load-Out procedures for Performance Area:

Prior to performance, ensembles should enter the building through the Loading Dock South Access Ramp in the
service yard area (off Red River St).  Follow the hallway to pre-stage area outside of Exhibit Hall 1 (performance
hall).  There should be one group waiting on the right side of the hallway just outside Exhibit Hall 1, and one group
waiting just inside Exhibit Hall 1 at all times so that groups can get in and out of the performance area as quickly as
possible.  When an ensemble has completed its performance it will exit to the right of stage and proceed to the back of
the hall where they entered.  The ensemble should proceed out of the building and back down the ramp.  While inside
the building there is to be no playing of any instruments and all volume is to be kept at a minimum to avoid disturbing
the performances.

Inclement Weather Plan

Equipment Truck – Very Important Info.
Equipment trucks should unload at the loading dock service yard, and along Red River St if the service yard is full.
Buses should unload students at either the East Cesar Chavez Street/1st Street or Trinity Street bus drop off (See Street
Map).   There is NOT a designated bus or truck parking area at the time of this letter.  There is very limited space for
equipment trucks, so please have your students organized to load/unload quickly. Many times following their
performance, students want to relax, hang out, and celebrate. I strongly encourage you to stress to your students that
there is no down time until the equipment truck has been loaded. With limited space and several lines competing we
will have to be extremely efficient with our load out procedure.  After your truck is loaded following your
performance, you will need to IMMEDIATLEY MOVE it from the loading dock service yard and/or Red River
St. or it will be ticketed and towed.

Meeting and Walk-through
There will be a brief walk-through meeting at 7:30 am on Friday, November 7. Directors should meet and check in
for this meeting at the front of Exhibit Hall 1. This will be an opportunity for you to walk-through the load-in area,
the warm-up area, take a look at the performance hall, and discuss load out and the flow of the competition floor.
Please plan to attend or send a representative, so that everyone understands the procedures. This will be the time to
ask any last-minute questions and double check that each group has all of their paperwork up-to-date. Remember to
bring extra copies of your spiel sheet and copyright clearance forms.  Please note: That you will not be able to
perform if you do not have the proper copyright forms on file with PAS. This does not apply to individuals
performing an original work.

Spiel Sheets:
Please fill out the designated spiel/info sheet and bring two copies with you to the Directors meeting. It is preferred
that these are “legible”.  An extra spiel/info sheet has been included for you.

The following information includes the performance times for both Thursday’s individual competition and Friday’s
Marching Percussion Festival:

Individuals:

The College and High School Individuals Competition will begin at 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, November 6. Warm-up
rooms will be open one hour prior to the beginning of the competition. The keyboard and timpani warm-up room is:
Ballroom G in the convention center. The snare and tenor warm-up room is: Rm 6 in the convention center (Level 3,
purple). Please check in at the Registration table 45 minutes prior to your performance time so that we may ensure that
everything runs on time. The festival registration will be located near the top of the escalators on Level 4 (Green).
The performance rooms are as follows:

College and High School Snares:  Rm 9 (Level 3, Purple)
College and High School Tenors:  Rm 10 (Level 3, Purple)
College Keyboards:  Rm 16 (Level 4, Green)
High School Keyboards:  Rm 12 (Level 4, Green)
College and High School Timpani:  Rm 18 (Level 4, Green)



Important: Warm-Up Penalty.

*Please note that if you choose to warm up outside the convention center, you may warm up only on the West or
South sides of the convention center (Trinity St. or Cesar Chavez St.).  You must strictly adhere to the
aforementioned policy.  Please note that this policy applies to both  the Drumline Competition ensembles on
Friday, November 7, and the Individuals on Thursday Nov 6.   IMPORTANT: 4th St. and Red River St. are strictly
“off limits” as regards to warming up.   Any ensemble or individual found to be in violation of the “outside” warm-
up policy will be penalized 5 points.
